6. FORMER NORTH CAROLINA MYSTERY AUTHORS

John Hart (1965 -  ) moved from Greensboro in 2011 to Charlottesville, VA, having been born in Durham and later moving to Rowan County, where he set his first 4 novels. King of Lies, 2006, was nominated for an Edgar Award® for best first mystery. His second and third each won the Edgar Award® for best mystery novel: Down River, 2008, and The Last Child, 2010. Hart’s passion for the protection of NC’s open spaces is a theme evident in his work. 

Lee Lofland (19__ -   ) moved from Archdale to Savannah, GA, in 2010, but has continued to hold the annual Writers Police Academy at Guilford Technical Community College and Public Safety Training Academy in Jamestown, NC, since 2009. A retired police officer, Lofland wrote Police Procedure & Investigation: A Guide for Writers (Howdunit) in 2007.
Lillian Jackson Braun (1913-2011), lived in Tryon since 1988; wrote 31 books: 2 collections of short stories and 29 The Cat Who books “considered light, humorous mysteries . . . translated into 16 languages, distributed worldwide, and sold in the millions. Her books were standards on the New York Times best seller list. Beginning in 1990, her books reached the prestigious list for 20 consecutive years. She wrote all of her books in long hand. Spartanburg Herald-Journal.

Elizabeth Daniels Squire (1926-2001), Weaverville, was the granddaughter of Josephus Daniels, founder and editor of the Raleigh News and Observer; the daughter of Jonathan, an editor and author of biographies and regional studies; and sister to Lucy, who also became a novelist. A Vassar graduate, Elizabeth served in Beirut and in Connecticut as a journalist and married C.B. Squire, a New York Times correspondent. Of her 7 mysteries, 6 featured her sleuth, Peaches Dann, a middle-aged absent-minded woman. Squire played a large role in the development of the Southeastern Regional chapter of Mystery Writers of America.
Guy Owen (1925-1981), grew up on a tobacco farm in Bladen County. He earned his B.A., M.A., and Ph.D. at the UNC at Chapel Hill and taught at Davidson College, Elon College, Stetson University, and NC State. He wrote 3 collections of poetry and 4 novels, one of which won the Sir Walter Raleigh Award and was nominated for a Pulitzer Prize. His most popular novel, The Ballad of the Flim-Flam Man, was made into a movie in 1967 starring George C. Scott.
